To thank our 
parents for their time and commitment with transportation, costume alterations, 
fundraising, and overall continued parental support, The Spotlight is offering advance 
recital tickets at a discounted rate.

Make note that Action Photo will only take photographs during our dress 
rehearsals, so dancers must be in full costume, including buns and make-up. These 
action snapshots will be available to purchase online following our recital. 
 
Parents wanting to videotape may only do so during our dress rehearsal. Video filming is 
prohibited during our performances. Spotlight Multimedia offers a professional video of 
our recitals; look for the order-envelope within your recital packet. 
 
Dancers wishing to continue lessons this summer should register quickly. Our  
One-By-One classes are full, but other classes still have openings. Simply complete the 
registration form included in your recital packet. 
 
Recital t-shirt orders are due March 18. Our clever red and white t-shirt design is 
featured on the front of a black tee, while a complete cast list is printed on the back. 
Students love to wear their t-shirts to school to show-off their progress and success. 
Backstage volunteers often wear them to unify the crew. T-shirts are $15 each. Look for 
an order form inside your recital packet.

Rules and Procedures 

Both Studios: All Stage Rehearsals, Dress Rehearsals, + Performances 

STAGE REHEARSALS – ATTENDANCE REQUIRED 

Our Stage Rehearsals are organized in a Block Rehearsal format designed in which dancers practice routines in a 

piggyback fashion. All dancers are required to attend the Finale Rehearsal; dancers with afternoon Block Rehearsals 

may retire after the Finale Rehearsal, but must return in time for their later practices. Do not be late. Rehearsals will 

run on time.  

     Please do not pack costumes for the Stage Rehearsals. Appropriate dance attire only. 

     No food is allowed in the auditorium. Bottled water only.

DRESS REHEARSAL – ATTENDANCE REQUIRED 

We operate our Dress Rehearsal exactly like our Production. This is a complete run through of music, lights, curtain, 

and costumes. This is the one time in which all the performers, crew, and volunteers team together to learn how to 

execute their individual duties expeditiously and successfully. Please respect the fact that this is a run-through of the 

show, and it may be necessary to stop the practice in order to correct any errors occurring. Remember this is a 

rehearsal and is closed for public viewing. 

     The Dress Rehearsal will open with a 30-minute Finale Rehearsal, followed by the run through of the show. 

     Performers should dress in full costume, complete with make-up, buns and rhinestones. This is the only time 

Action Photo will be present to photograph our dancers performing our Spring Production. Please arrive in your first 

costume. 

     Again this season, The Awards Ceremony will follow our Dress Rehearsal. Students will gather onstage following 

the rehearsal to receive special recognition and honors.

BACKSTAGE RULES 

The Spotlight runs a very professional season finale. No Performer is allowed into the audience during recital.  

No Exceptions.  

2. Stay with your group. This is vital for our Stage Manager and the organization of the production. → Parents 

please talk to your children about the buddy system and staying with dancers in the same costume. 

3. Only Performers and Spotlight Production Crew Members are allowed backstage. No boyfriends and no buddies. 



HAIR AND MAKE-UP APPLICATIONS 

See your “Uniform Check List” 

Absolutely NO nail polish on fingers or toes. 

 

PERFORMANCE HINTS 

1. Organize your uniforms in the order in which you perform. Arrive to the recital in your first uniform, and then layer 

all your uniforms in order from front to back, ready to wear as the show runs. Organize your uniforms in zip-lock 

bags labeled with your name, class title, performance number, and contents. 

2. Organize your performance shoes in the same fashion as your uniforms. Or, enclose your shoes within your zip-

lock bag. 

3. Use “The Basket Method.” For performers with four or more routines, it is recommended they bring a small 

clothesbasket to shed uniforms and shoes into after each dance routine. You may decide to share a basket with a 

friend, but make certain all articles are clearly tagged with the owner’s name. 

 

QUICK CHANGES 

With routines that only have a few minutes between performances, we often designate an area backstage and/or in 

the backstage hallway. To organize a quick change, place all costume items inside a gallon-sized zip-lock baggie, 

labeled with the performer's name, routine title, and contents (i.e. Maya Struhar; Intermediate Jazz; Navy Leotard, 

Orange Skirt, Tan Shoes). After performing the quick change routine, be sure to put away all costume pieces. The 

following classes will have assigned areas in the hall for their quick changes: 

     Friday Night & Saturday Matineé Show, Act 1: PreTap AM, Beginner Jazz, Beginner Tap; plus Aerial Acro 

dancers also in Beginner Ballet (Jurnee & Riley) and Beginner Jazz dancers also in Lyrical 1 (Jurnee, Makayla & Riley) 

     Friday Night & Saturday Matineé Show, Act 2: Mini Pom, PreTap PM; plus Intermediate Acro dancers also in 

Mini Hip Hop (Alex & Chloe) and Mini Pom dancers also in Petite Company (Camryn, Jurnee, Makayla, Norah & 

Riley) 

     Saturday Night & Sunday Matineé Show, Act 1: Kinder Tap, Beginner Jazz, Beginner Ballet, Preballet 

Monday, Pretap AM, and Mini Pom 

     Saturday Night & Sunday Matineé Show, Act 2: Pretap PM, Mini Tap; also Special Feature dancers also in 

Petite Company (Paige B, Paige K & Sophie S) 

     → Parents please talk to your dancers about this location and quick costume change. All other uniform changes 

for these groups will be made in the Multi-Purpose Room. 

 

OFFSTAGE ACTIVITIES 

For younger performers, pack a goodie-bag filled with games, coloring books, crayons, paper, a snack, water 

bottle, etc. Our costume aides will be thrilled to see these items, and the familiar activities often comfort anxious 

children. 

     At the request of the director: Please do not pack an over abundance amount of snacks for our children. A single 

snack for your own child is all we need. In past years we have experienced unsupervised snacking inside the 

multipurpose room. Our backstage volunteers should help monitor this. 

 

NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY 

Flash photography is dangerous to the performers and distracting for surrounding viewers. Dancers require keen 

concentration to maintain correct body-alignment during multiple turns, tumbling passes, and partnering lifts. The 

use of flash photography can hinder the performers’ concentration and may cause serious, injuring falls. Respect our 

young performers and the audience around you; turn your flash OFF during the production. 

 

NO VIDEO CAMERAS 

Our recital is a copyrighted performance. The use of video cameras is unlawful and prohibited.  

     A professional video is created and sold during both recitals. Spotlight Multimedia provides Spotlight families with 

cinematic productions on DVD. Complete the enclosed order card to purchase this memory of a lifetime. 

 

SILENCE CELL PHONES AND PAGERS 

Audience members will be asked to silence cell phones and pagers during the performance. Please do not 

photograph or video the performers using cell phones. Keep cell phones quiet and contained.

We have invited Jessica Wilson to be present throughout all four of our recitals; we request parents and family 

members be courteous and purchase bouquets from her. Jessica has supported our studio for over ten seasons and 

always gives back to our students. Her monetary donations helped Miss Adonica purchase a new sound system at 

our Corning studio and new Marley flooring at our Creston location. Your bouquet purchase is appreciated.

Uniform Checklist 

Both Studios: All Classes 

 

Listed below is the style of tights and style of shoes each dancer is to wear for both pictures and production. Each 

uniform is listed; however some uniforms may have accessories that are not included on this checklist. Remember, 

this means all pieces of the uniform are needed (i.e. hairpieces, gloves, spats, wrist bands, chokers, hats, etc.). It is 

recommended to pack these tiny items in a zip-lock baggie, labeled with the performer’s name. It is the responsibility 

of the dancers to have all pieces of each uniform ready for pictures and recital. All routines are teams; do your part 

to unify the team. 

     We hope you find this checklist helpful. Many dancers are seasoned performers and may already know much of 

this information. Others are newcomers to the world of stage performance. This information is designed to help all 

performers be successful. Please do not hesitate to ask questions.  

 

UNIFORM PREPARATIONS 

1. Tag all pieces of each uniform with the performer’s name (leotard, pants, head band, gloves, tights, etc.). 

2. Hang and organize all pieces of each uniform. Hang romantic (long) tutus and ribbon tutus upside-down to help 

separate the layers of netting. Lay platter (pancake) tutus flat and upside-down. 

3. Some articles may require steam pressing, especially romantic and ribbon tutus. If you do not own a steamer, 

simply hang the item inside the bathroom during a hot shower. 

4. Most articles may be machine washed on the delicate cycle; however, some must be hand washed. Some 

should only be “spot cleaned.” Never put sequins in the dryer! 

 

NECESSARIES 

Pack safety pins, bobby pins, hairbrushes, hair spray, scissors, body glitter, rhinestones, make-up, nail polish 

remover, anti-perspirant, band-aids, etc. inside your performance bag. 

 

GROOMING 

Jewelry: No jewelry is to be worn during pictures or recital. Remove all earrings, watches, belly-button rings, etc. 

Nail polish: No polished nails during pictures or recital. Remove all polish from both hands and feet. 

Deodorant: Dancers ten years and older should wear anti-perspirant. This helps protect their costumes from stains. 

Tights: DO NOT WEAR PANTIES UNDER YOUR LEOTARD. Panty lines are very distracting and unprofessional. Our 

dance tights are specially designed with liners for performers. 

 

HAIRSTYLE 

A tradition has been made: a required hairstyle. All ladies (PreDance through Senior Dance) are required to wear 

their hair pulled back into a low, centered bun (low enough to allow hats to be worn), with no bangs showing. 

Please do not add extra hair to the bun. Keep it clean and slick. Each female will have her hair parted over her left 

eye. All ladies are issued a silver glitter headband. This hairstyle and headband will be worn for all routines. 

(Companies and solos alike). Don’t lose it or forget it! Replacements will cost $5.00 each. This hairstyle must be 

worn for both pictures and production. This detail sets our dance school apart from the others and is aesthetically 

pleasing on stage. Audience members always compliment our clean, professional look. Gentlemen: We expect a 

clean, performance look from you as well! Style hair as “Sunday Best.” 

 

MAKE-UP APPLICATION 

We are performers! Let’s look like performers! Make our faces look glamorous, because we are glamorous! To 

avoid a ghostly appearance, stage make-up is applied heavily. Line your eyes, mascara your lashes (false eyelashes 

recommended), rose your cheeks, and ruby your lips. It is recommended that performers do NOT wear blue or 

green eye shadow on stage. These colors make performers look ill or artificial. Gentlemen: Do not wear make-up. 

 

LOST-AND-FOUND 

Check in the studio Lost-and-Found box for items that may belong to you. We have pieces of uniforms and dance 

shoes left at the dance school. This is the dancer’s responsibility. Be certain you have all pieces to all uniforms before 

pictures and dress rehearsal. 

 

REMINDER 

Students with an outstanding tuition balance will not receive uniforms until the account is paid in full.
